Powerful and haunting doesn’t even begin to describe the soulful lyrical
ballads of Morgan McPherson, a twenty-four-year-old pianist, singer, and
songwriter from Greensboro, North Carolina. The piano has been a part of
Morgan’s life for over twenty years, studying classical piano at age five, and
graduating from The University of North Carolina’s School of Music in
December 2007.

This young artist tried out her entrepreneurial skills when she
established Silver Chord Records in January 2008. Under her own label, she
produced ‘Stranger in the Mirror,” her first full-length album containing
thirteen original songs. The album was recorded at Underground Sound in
Greensboro by Saul Johnson.

Morgan has performed her original music in numerous locations over
the past three years including but not limited to The Blind Tiger in
Greensboro, Jack Sprat in Chapel Hill, The Pour House Music Hall in
Raleigh, and Volume 11 Tavern in Raleigh. She has recently expanded her
solo show to include a drummer and bassist.

On August 21, 2008 Morgan’s song ‘Ann-Jeanine’ first debuted on
WQFS Guilford College Radio (90.9). She plans to focus her energies on
promoting the album, performing with her new band, writing new material,
and building her experience to include more radio-play and performances.
